EPSU supports the actions against the high levels of poverty in Latvia. These actions
are foreseen for 1* of October and involve all EPSU affiliated trade unions. The actions
are part of the Global Call to Action Against Poverty. Across the world workers and
citizens are standing up demanding action to end poverty, not words. Workers’ rights,
quality public services, action at global as well as national level are part of this
campaign.
