Hospital workers in first ever national action

The FNV, NU'91 and other unions representing hospital workers organised the first
ever day of national industrial action in the sector on 20 November. Workers in 119
institutions took part, delivering the equivalent of a Sunday service but maintaining
emergency provision. The unions are trying to put pressure on the employers to
deliver a new collective agreement that addresses pay, workloads, pensions and
work-life balance issues. There was also a national event in Utrecht where a petition
was delivered to the head of the employers' organisation. EPSU sent a solidarity
message.
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
