
Unions maintain pressure to end pay cap for all 
public service workers

Public service unions have stepped up their campaign to end the public sector pay 
cap for all workers following the government's decision to offer higher pay rises to 
police, prison officers and firefighters. The unions used the annual meeting of the 
Trade Union Congress to make the case that all public service workers have seen 
their real pay decline significantly and deserve a higher pay rise. The FBU 
firefighters' union has rejected the 2% pay offer arguing that it comes with too 
many unacceptable conditions.
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
