Prison unions warn of strike action if key
demands not addressed

The three main trade unions in the prisons sector - FSC-CCOO, FeSP-UGT and ACAIP -
organised a 12-hour protest outside the head office of the prison service on 11 April.
Over 200 trade unionists joined the demonstration, chaining themselves together.
The unions are calling for proper negotiations to resolve some major problems in

the sector including: massive staff shortages with 3200 vacant posts; the ageing
workforce; privatisation; increasing violence and discrepancies in pay between the
same jobs in different institutions.
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
