
Massive demonstration against pension reforms
 Belgium 

The three main trade union confederations organised a national demonstration in 
Brussels on 16 May in protest at government plans to reform the pensions system. 
The estimated 70000-strong march was nearly three times the size of a similar 
demonstration in December, showing the strength of opposition to government 
policy which includes raising the pension age from 65 to 67. Some of the key 
demands include a minimum pension that delivers an adequate standard of living, 
gradual alignment of private and public sector pensions and proper account taken 
of arduous jobs and sickness and injury in calculating pensions.
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
