
Scottish public sector workers coordinate pay 
strikes

Over 100,000 local government workers in Scotland will be joined by 5,000 Scottish 
civil servants in a one-day strike over pay. The disputes are separate with UNISON, 
Unite and the GMB voting for action in local government on 20 August while 
members of the PCS civil service voted separately for industrial action in a dispute 
over pay. This will be the second day of strike action by Scottish civil servants who 
have also imposed an overtime ban since 31 July.
