
Health workers strike despite intimidation
 Germany 

Workers at the Ameos private, for-profit health company in the Saxony-Anhalt 
region are taking strike action despite the aggressive intimidation of the company's 
management. The union wants to negotiate a collective agreement which links 
workers' pay and conditions to the public sector agreement. Not only have 
management refused to negotiate but they sacked 14 trade union activists before 
Christmas and are threatening a further 800 job cuts if the union contnues its 
campaign. EPSU joined with ver.di in launching a labourstart campaign, targeting 
the company management.
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
