EPSU supports the struggle of Greek workers and

(24 October 2011) The European Federation of Public Service Unions (EPSU) notes
the overwhelming support the actions of the Greek trade unions had on 19 and 20
October. It sends a strong message by the Greek people to the European Troika and
their government about the Greek people’s struggle to stop the blind austerity that
is taking a huge toll on Greek society. The Troika’s interventions have led to a drop
in the living and working conditions affecting a population already squeezed by 18
months of austerity. EPSU reaffirms its support for the actions of its Greek affiliate
ADEDY against the harsh plans which are driving citizens into deeper poverty and
destroy the economy. The struggle in Greece has taken its toll: a demonstrator, a
53 year old construction worker and member of a trade union died.

The Greek struggle should awake EU leaders about the disastrous consequences of
the austerity policies imposed on several countries. On the light of the European
Council meetings taking place this weekend and next week, EPSU demands the
European leaders stop austerity and condemn the attacks on labour and social
rights of governments in Greece, Hungary, Czech Republic and other countries. We
need policies that set Europe on the road of recovery through jobs and growth.
EPSU will continue to mobilise for a real alternative.
