Public sector workers including health employees, firefighters and police are set to
join a demonstration on 21 September against government plans to cut civil service
pay in 2011. The proposals are part of the budget cuts put forward by the new
government and the health union warns of the risk that the cuts could be deeper
than the 10% being talked about. Unions are also concerned about planned
government reforms of the Labour Code which they believe are aimed at weakening
employee rights to make the labour market more “flexible”.
