
Childcare assistants to get 3% pay increase
 Austria 

The vida services union has negotiated a 3% pay increase that will cover around 
5000 childcare assistants working in private institutions and take the minimum 
wage in the sector to EUR 1611 a month. Pay for this group of workers is regulated 
by the ministry of social affairs. There will also be a 3% increase on additional 
payments and a new pay level for workers with 31 years of service or more.
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
