
Outsourced health workers get pay rise

Public service union UNISON reports that the Medirest private company will give its 
2,200 staff, who provide cleaning, portering and catering services in NHS hospitals 
across England, will see their pay increase by an average of 5% from the beginning 
of June. The lowest pay rate will rise from £8.75 (EUR 9.80) to £9.21 (EUR 10.30) an 
hour, bringing it in line with the minimum rate for directly employed health workers.
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
