Health workers win promise of increased funding

Around 5000 health workers joined a national demonstration in Sofia on 7 October
to call for higher pay and more training to help prevent the loss of more staff from
the sector. Following the protest a delegation met the health minister who
committed an extra BGN 200m (EUR 102m) to the 2020 budget, three quarters of
which would go to fund salary increases. The CITUB confederation said that this
would help ensure salaries met a target of BGN 900-950 (EUR 460-485) for nurses
and BGN 1100-1200 (EUR 560-615) for doctors.
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
