Hospital workers protest over threat to working
time

Workers from three psychiatric hospitals in Paris took strike action and joined a
demonstration on 6 September to show their anger over plans to introduce new
working time arrangements. The joint action was called by the CGT, CFDT, FO, CFE-
CGC and SUD trade unions who argue that the management plans for working time
for the 5000 employees will mean that workers will lose between five and 10 rest
days a year. The trade unions argue that this would be unacceptable in normal
circumstances but is even worse in a situation where many workers are already
exhausted as a result of excessive workloads.
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
