
Public sector unions back national protest over 
pay and collective bargaining

The Pergam trade union confederation that includes many public sector unions 
joined the ZSSS confederation in a national demonstration in Ljubljana on 5 
December. The protest was called in reaction to employer organisations' attacks on 
proposals to increase the minimum wage and threats to end sector collective 
bargaining. The action, taking place outside the head offices of a number of 
employer organisations, also called for a general pay increase for workers, 
recognising the problems of low pay and precarious employment.
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
