On the 8th and 9th February 2011, the ETUC will organise a conference in order to contribute to the public debate on modernising working time policies and practices.
The conference wants to bring to the fore the rich variety of good practice examples in various EU Member States, where social partners have been able to develop innovative ways to address the challenges in a way that is beneficial for both workers and companies. 

The ETUC will make for the second time an “award for the most innovative way of organising working time in good social partnership’. The purpose is to help identify best practice in all EU Member States and the accession countries.
The ETUC calls on all its affiliate organisations to nominate at least one best practice example per country!

The award winning case must be ready to present itself, in a joint presentation by representatives of both sides of industry.
